At oral argument on March 7, 2018, counsel for respondent may discuss the following
decision that was filed after the last briefing in this case, which is relevant to Question 1 of the
Order to Show Cause (whether petitioner is intellectually disabled within the meaning of Atkins
v. Virginia (2002) 536 U.S. 304 and In re Hawthorne (2005) 35 Cal.4th 40):

In Moore v. Texas (2017) 137 S.Ct. 1039, the United States Supreme Court held that the
Texas Court of Criminal Appeals erred by disregarding current medical consensus (specifically
by not accounting for the standard error of measurement) in evaluating the defendant’s 1Q scores
and by applying the seven factors set forth in Ex Parte Briseno (Tex. Crim. App. 2004) 135
S.W.3d 1 in assessing adaptive deficits
