391 U.S. 510 based solely on jury questionnaire answers showing

prospective juror was “strongly against” the death penalty and would
find it difficult to vote for death);

People v. Woodruff (2018) 5 Cal.5th 697, 741-745 (same where jury
questionnaire answers showed prospective juror was “strongly
against” the death penalty because “only God” could make such a
decision, but agreed he would “follow[] the law”);

People v. Covarrubias (2016) 1 Cal.5th 838, 860-865 (same where
Jjury questionnaire answers showed prospective juror was strongly
against the death penalty, he would “probably” vote to impose life
automatically but he could “most probably” set aside his views and
follow the law); and




4) People v. Zaragoza (2016) 1 Cal.5th 21, 36-41 (same where jury
questionnaire answers showed prospective juror was strongly
opposed to the death penalty based on her religion but her views
would not preclude her from imposing death).

These cases are relevant to Arguments [ and II presented in appellant’s Opening
and Reply Briefs.
