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ABUSE OF SIBLING
§ 300¢(j)

The child's sibling has been abused or neglected, as defined in subdivision (a), (b), (d), (e), or (i), and there is a substantial risk that
the child will be abused or neglected, as defined in those subdivisions.

(State supporting facts concisely and number them j-1, j-2, j-3, etc.) :

j-1 The child's mother, Martha Smith, has failed to provide the child with necessary medical treatment and
has failed to enroll the child in school, or provided the child with any form of education. The child's sibling's
speech is difficult to understand, and the parents have not had the speech assessed or provided Brianna with
treatment. This lack of provision of treatment results in increased risk of physical harm to Brianna due to her

inability to communicate her needs clearly, and also places Jason at risk of serious medical and
developmental neglect.
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
