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UPDATE ON JUDICIAL COUNCIL-SPONSORED LEGISLATION

New Judgeships/SJO Conversions

Senate Bill 56 (Dunn), which proposes
the creation of new judgeships and the
conversion of certain eligible subordi-
nate judicial officers, is currently is be-
ing held in the Assembly Appropria-
tions Committee. The bill does not
currently specify the number of posi-
tions to be added, however, it is pro-
posed to be amended to (1) add 150
new judgeships - 50 each year for three
consecutive years, and (2) allow for the
conversion of 161 Subordinate Judicial
Officer (SJO) positions to judgeships as
positions eligible for conversion be-
come vacant. Although the proposed
judgeships will not meet all of the as-
sessed needs, they will begin the process
of increasing access to justice in com-
munities with the most critical needs.
The first 50 new judgeships are pro-
posed to take effect in April 2007.
Funding of $5.450 million for the last
month of the year in which the first 50
judges would be appointed is included
in the Governor’s FY 200607 Budget.
This funding is contingent on enact
ment of legislation authorizing the new
judgeships. The Senate budget subcom-

mittee approved this budget item, but
the Assembly only approved 20 posi-
tions. The issue will be addressed over
the next several weeks during the
budget conference committee negotia-
tions.

Although judgeship bills are often
viewed in partisan terms, SB 56 is a bi-
partisan effort. Support for new judge-
ships is building as legislators and key
legislative staff become increasingly
aware of the critical need throughout
the state. Recent news articles and edi-
torials have also drawn attention to the
impact that the severe shortage of
judges has on access to justice for all
Californians.

Court Facilities Bond

Senate Bill 395 (Escutia), which states
the intent of the Legislature to enact
the California Court Facilities Bond
Act of 2006 to acquire, rehabilitate,
construct, and finance court facilities,
passed the Senate on June 1, 2005. The
bill was amended to omit the amount
of the proposed bond.

If approved by the Legislature and the
Governor, the bond would be placed
on the ballot in an upcoming statewide
election. The bill is being held in the
Assembly Appropriations Committee,
For more information on SB 395, contact
Eraina Ortega at eraina.ortega@jud.ca.gov.

Judges’ Retirement

SB 1187 (Ackerman), Judges' Retire-
ment System I, as introduced on Janu-
ary 19, 2006, permits a judge in the
Judges' Retirement System Il who leaves
judicial office after five or more years of
service and is not eligible to retire to
elect to receive the amount in his or her
retirement account as an annuity. For
more information on SB 1187, contact June
Clark at june.clark@jud.ca.gov.

AB 2129 (Spitzer) - Firearms Relin-
quishment: Protective Orders: Requires
that any firearms in the possession of a
person subject to a protective order
issued by a criminal court, or for civil

Interpreters in Civil Cases, SelfHelp Services, and Public
Outreach: The Assembly approved $10 million to provide
interpreters in civil cases, $10 million to expand selfhelp
services provided by the courts, and $1 million to improve the
public's understanding of the court system and the services
available to them. The Senate did not take action on these
issues.

Expansion of the State Appropriations Limit (SAL): The
Senate approved the expansion of the SAL within the trial
court budget to include the Equal Access Fund, Modernization
Fund, and Trial Court Improvement Fund. The Assembly
denied this proposal.

The judicial branch withdrew the $12.3 million funding

proposal for statewide technology projects after reviewing

updates of the deployment schedules and funding models for
the trial court technology projects that demonstrate that it is
premature to fund those costs in 2006-2007.

The statewide Bench-Bar Coalition (BBC) held its second Day
in Sacramento this year on May 24 - just as the budget and
legislation held in the Appropriations committee was being
considered. BBC members reported that legislators were
generally receptive to their messages in support of new
judgeships, access to justice funding requests, and the need to
seek funding sources for court facilities improvements.

Bench and bar leaders vowed to continue outreach to legislators
and key staff in legislators’ district offices and through the Day
on the Bench program.

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COMMENT PERIOD ENDS SOON FOR SPONSORED LEGISLATION PROPOSALS

There are a number of proposals for Judicial Council
sponsored legislation that are currently circulating for
comment and deserve your review. You can find these
proposals at the following Ilink:
http://www.courtinfo.ca.gov/invitationstocomment/prop

osals.htm, and the deadline to submit your comments is
June 23.

The proposals currently out for comment include a
proposed fee for postponements in small claims cases, and
a requirement that objections to summary judgment
motions be in writing. These proposals, if adopted by the
council, would be part of its 2007 legislative agenda.

If you have a proposal for Judicial Council sponsored
legislation, now is the time to contact the Office of

Governmental Affairs, so that it can be referred to the
appropriate Judicial Council Advisory Committee for their
review. Once a proposal has been endorsed by an advisory
committee it goes to the Policy Coordination and Liaison
Committee (PCLC), and the PCLC determines whether to

circulate the proposal for public comment.

Once the comment period is over, and the comments have
been reviewed and incorporated, the proposal is again
reviewed by the PCLC for a final recommendation to the
council regarding sponsorship.

The council typically takes action on these proposals at its
December meeting, and then OGA staff work to find
authors for the council’s sponsored legislation package in
December and January. m
