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Summary  
The Judicial Council has revised all forms for petitioning a court to recognize a person’s change 
of gender, to implement the new statutory requirements enacted in Assembly Bill 433 (Stats. 
2011, ch. 718). Because the new law goes into effect on January 1, 2012, the Civil and Small 
Claim Advisory Committee recommended, and the council agreed, that that these form changes 
be adopted effective that same date. Because of the short time between the enactment of the new 
law and its effective date, the forms were adopted prior to circulation for public comment. The 
forms are now being circulated and the advisory committee will return to the council with any 
further recommendations based on comments received. 
 
Discussion 
The Governor recently signed into law AB 433 (Stats. 2011, ch. 718). Among other things, this 
legislation changes current law by: 

• Providing that a petition to recognize a change of gender and for issuance of a new birth 
certificate may be filed in the superior court of any county within the state, rather than only 
in the county of the petitioner’s birth;  

• Providing that a person need only show a court that he or she has received “clinically 
appropriate” rather than “surgical” treatment for the purpose of gender transition  in order for 
a court to recognize the change in gender; and  

• Deleting the provisions of existing law that authorize the filing of objections to such a 
petition and requiring the court to grant the petition if the accompanying doctor’s affidavit

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shows that the petitioner has undergone clinically appropriate treatment for the purpose of 
gender transition.   

When these changes take effect on January 1, 2012, several of the current Judicial Council forms 
regarding requests for recognition of changes in gender will be incorrect unless revised.  Hence 
the council has approved revision to the following forms, effective January 1, 2012: 

• Petition for Change of Name and Gender (form NC-200);  
• Declaration of Physician Documenting Change of Gender Through Clinically 

Appropriate Treatment Under Health and Safety Code Sections 103425 and 103430 
(form NC-210/310); 

• Order to Show Cause for Change of Name (form NC-220); 
• Petition for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth Certificate (form NC-300); 
• Setting of Hearing on Petition for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth 

Certificate  (form NC-320); and  
• Order for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth Certificate (form NC-330).  

 
Comments are now sought on those revisions. 

Petitions for change of name and recognition of change of gender  

The law continues to permit a single petition to both change the petitioner’s name and recognize 
a change to the petitioner’s gender (Health & Saf. Code, § 103435) but has changed some 
requirements regarding the gender-change portion of these petitions. Hence, the Judicial Council 
forms for such consolidated petitions, the NC-200 series, will be revised, effective January 1, 
2012, to reflect the changes in the law. 
   
Item 3 of proposed Petition for Change of Name and Gender (form NC-200) has been revised to 
reflect that under the amended statute a person need only show that he or she has received 
“clinically appropriate,” rather than “surgical,” treatment. (Health & Saf. Code § 103425(a) (as 
amended).) The title of the Declaration of Physician Documenting Change of Gender Through 
Clinically Appropriate Treatment Under Health and Safety Code Sections 103425 and 103430 
(form NC-210/310)1 has been revised to reflect this new evidentiary requirement. 
 
The amended statute expressly provides that the order to show cause, if any, as to why 
petitioner’s name should not be changed, must not include the petition to recognize the change of 
gender. (Health & Saf. Code, § 103435 (as amended).)  Item 5 of the petition (form NC-200 has 
been revised to note that the order to show cause addresses only the petition for name change.2 

                                                 
1 This form has two numbers because the identical form is part of both the NC-200 form series (for consolidated 
petitions for change of name and change of gender) and the NC-300 form series (for petitions for change of gender 
without a name change). 
2 While this change is being made to implement the new statute, the committee recommends that two items in the 
Instructions for Filing a Petition for Change of Name and Gender on the back of form NC-200 be corrected at the 
same time. Item 4 in the instructions has been revised to correctly identify the fee waiver forms currently in effect, 
and item 10 has been revised to include the new web address for the State Registrar’s office.  
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The proposed Order to Show Cause for Change of Name (form NC-220) has also been revised to 
delete all references to the petition for recognition of change of gender.  
 

Petitions for recognition of change of gender without a name change 

The forms for petitions brought solely for recognition of a gender change for the purposes of 
getting a new birth certificate, without an accompanying change of name, are in the NC-300 
form series. Several of these forms also will be revised, effective January 1, 2012, to implement 
the amended statute. 
 
The revisions to the Petition for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth Certificate (form 
NC-300) delete the first item on the current form, which reflects the current statutory 
requirement that the petition must be filed within the county of residence, as well as the recent 
case law that vacated that provision as applied to petitioners who were born in California, but do 
not currently reside in California. Under the new law, a petition may be filed in the superior 
court of any county, no matter where the petitioner resides. (Health & Saf. Code, § 103425(a) (as 
amended).) 
 
Item 1 on form NC-300 (item 3 on the current form) has been revised to reflect the changed 
requirement that petitioner need only show “clinically appropriate” rather than “appropriate 
surgical” treatment for the purpose of gender transition. 
 
Item 4 on form NC-300 (the last item on the current form) previously requested an order setting 
a hearing at which objections to the change of gender on the birth certificate could be heard.3 
The amended law no longer authorizes the filing of objections, although it still provides for a 
hearing on the petition and authorizes the court to examine at that hearing the petitioner and any 
other person having knowledge of facts relevant to the petition. (Health & Saf. Code, § 
103430(b) (as amended).) New item 4 deletes the reference to objections and tracks the language 
of the statute regarding the hearing.  
 
In light of the deletion of any statutory requirement for an order to show cause, the current 
Notice of Hearing on Petition for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth Certificate (form 
NC-320) has been renamed to Setting of Hearing on Petition for Change of Gender and Issuance 
of New Birth Certificate and revised to delete the order to show cause section. The signature 
block has been changed to allow the form, which simply informs the petitioner of the date and 
time for the hearing, to be signed by a clerk rather than a judicial officer, to make the process 
less burdensome on judicial officers. This is an optional form and the court may, if it chooses, 
use another document to set the required hearing. The change in the form is also reflected in 
revisions made in the instructions to the petitioner on the back of form NC-300, including the 
                                                 
3 This item was based on the following provision in the current statute, which has been deleted from the new statute: 
“The petition shall be heard at the time appointed by the court and objections may be filed by any person who can, 
in those objections, show to the court good reason against the change of birth certificate.” (Health & Saf. Code, § 
103430(b).) 
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combination of former items 4 (Requesting a Court Hearing Date) and 5 (Filing the Notice of 
Hearing) into a single item. 
 
The Order for Change of Gender and Issuance of New Birth Certificate (form NC-330) has been 
revised to remove the items affirming residency of the petitioner and the references to objections 
to the petition for change of gender.
