Subject: SB 1045 (Wiener), as amended May 1, 2018- Fiscal Impact Statement
Dear Senator Lara:

SB 1045, among other things, would authorize Los Angeles and San Francisco counties to
establish a new conservatorship scheme for certain individuals who are chronically homeless and
incapable of providing for their own health and well-being due to a serious mental illness and
substance use disorder, as specified. The authority for this bill would sunset on January 1, 2024.

Fiscal Impacts

We anticipate this bill would have workload costs for the courts in Los Angeles and San
Francisco counties that range between $146,000 and $734,000. The primary cost driver for this
bill is its expansion of the types of individuals who can be conserved, which would lead to an
increase in conservatorships allowed under the state’s existing mental health civil commitment
system, typically referred to as the Lanterman-Petris-Short (LPS) Act. Comprehensive data on
the population this bill intends to address is incomplete. We utilized data by the Department of
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Health Care Services, which summarize the number and types of LPS conservatorship
(temporary and “permanent” or 1-year) cases that occurred in these counties in 2015-16.1

Based on a review of this data, it is reasonable to assume that this bill could lead to an increase in
LPS conservatorships of between 5% and 15% above what the courts in these counties currently
process. This would equate to an increase of approximately 60 to 175 LPS conservatorship case
filings in these counties.? The increase in additional LPS conservatorship case filings in these
counties would carry costs of approximately $146,000 to $734,000 to support court workload to
handle these additional cases.
